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Resumo: Introdugdo: As Infecgdes Sexualmente Transmissiveis (IST) podem acontecer pela expo-
sicdo de: bactérias, virus, € outros microrganismos, que sao responsaveis por acometer a mulher e
seu parceiro de algumas patologias. Como a diversidade de IST’s ¢ extensa, existem diversas formas
de transmissao também, podendo ser: contato sexual, em qualquer parte da genitalia, sem o uso do
preservativo, na forma vertical ou transplacentaria, durante a amamentagao, no contato pele a pele ou
com fluidos contaminados. Objetivo: Caracterizar a atencao as infecgdes sexualmente transmissiveis
na saude da mulher. Metodologia: Estudo bibliografico, mediante a leitura de artigos em portugués
e inglés, publicados no periodo de 2016 a 2020, em plataformas digitais. Resultados: No mundo, a
mulher e o seu parceiro podem ser acometidos por varias infec¢des, tais como: Cancro mole; Condi-

loma acuminado; Doenga Inflamatoria Pélvica (DIP); Donovanose; Gonorréia e infec¢do por clami-
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dia; Herpes genital; Infec¢ao pelo HIV; Infec¢do pelo Papilomavirus Humano (HPV); Infec¢do pelo

HTLV; Linfogranuloma venéreo (LGV); Sifilis; Uretrite Gonocécica ¢ Nao Gonocdcica. E preciso
incentivar o uso de preservativo, realizar agdes de educacao em satde na comunidade, orientar a re-
aliza¢ao do exame citologico, e aconselhar a periodicidade dos testes rapidos. Consideracdes Finais:
Sao inimeros os fatores que precisam ser trabalhados na aten¢do a satide da mulher, principalmente
quando direcionada as infec¢des sexualmente transmissiveis. Precisa-se informar a respeito do con-
tagio, possibilidades de infeccdo, e de ir as unidades de satde buscando atendimento e prevengao da
saude. Considera-se relevante estudos com essa tematica, para fortalece o cuidado a essas mulheres
€ seus parceiros.
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ATTENTION TO SEXUALLY TRANSMITTED INFECTIONS AND WO-
MEN’S HEALTH

Abstract: Introduction: Sexually Transmitted Infections (STIs) can happen due to the exposure of:
bacteria, viruses, and other microorganisms, which are responsible for affecting the woman and her
partner with some pathologies. As the diversity of STIs is extensive, there have been several trans-
mission conditions as well, which may be: sexual contact, anywhere in the genitals, without the use
of condoms, in the vertical or transplacental form, during breastfeeding, in skin-to-skin contact or
with contaminated fluids. Objective: To characterize attention to sexually transmitted infections in
women’s health. Methodology: Bibliographic study, by reading articles in Portuguese and English,

published in the period from 2016 to 2020, on digital platforms. Results: In the world, the woman and
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her partner can be affected by several infections, such as: Mole cancer; Condylomata acuminata; Pel-
vic Inflammatory Disease (PID); Donovanosis; Gonorrhea and chlamydia infection; Genital herpes;
HIV infection; Human Papillomavirus (HPV) infection; HTLV infection; Venereal lymphogranulo-
ma (LGV); Syphilis; Gonococcal and Non-Gonococcal Urethritis. It is necessary to encourage the
use of condoms, carry out health education actions in the community, guide the performance of the
cytological examination, and advise on the frequency of rapid tests. Final Considerations: There are
countless factors that need to be addressed in women’s health care, especially when targeting sexually
transmitted infections. It is necessary to inform about the contagion, possibilities of infection, and
to go to the health units seeking care and health prevention. Studies with this theme are considered

relevant to strengthen care for these women and their partners.
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
